detachment report that Coun­
terfeit fifty and twenty dollar 
bills are being circulated in the 
area. Royal Bank manager 
John Mowbray, who’s tellers 
have found both fifties and 
twenties, said he has told his 
tellers to advise customers 
who present these bills to take 
them to the RCMP. He said 
the bills are slightly smaller 
than real bills, the colour is a

little brighter, they have a 
’ ‘washed out’ ’ look. Spots are 
not present - the colour is 
blended into a solid colour, 
and they feel different from 
the genuine article.

These bills surfaced in 
Winnipeg a few weeks ago. 
Mowbray suspects that peo­
ple passing them, drop into a 
new community, pass very 
quickly through it and are on 
their way to the next commu­
nity before anyone gets suspi-

cious, leaving behind them a 
trail of phoney bills with local 
merchants.

The local RCMP detach­
ment is asking anyone with 
information on the source of 
these bills, or knowledge of 
who is passing them to con­
tact theRCMP orCrime Stop­
pers (toll free 1-800-782- 
8477). You will not have to 
give your name, or go to court, 
and you may be eligible for an 
award up to $2,000.

Falls mill seems to be produc­
ing more rumours than news­
print lately.

ThePineFalls mill is ship­
ping pulpwood from the mill 
yard to Boise Cascade in 
Kenora. This is not a rumour, 
it is a fact, but people talking 
about it follow up with the 
comment “It doesn’t look 
good.” The unspoken fear 
being that inventory is being 
disposed of prior to disposal 
of the mill.

The truth is that Boise 
Cascade is 2,000 cords short 
this year. Last year the Pine 
Falls mill was 10,000 cords

short and had to make up the 
difference by buying pulp­
wood from an Ontario log­
ging contractor. Mill manager 
Fem Pitre said helping them 
out was the neighbourly thing 
to do. “Maybe we’ll need 
their help in the future.” 
He said.

Another rumour - that 
the mill will close on January 
the first, is untrue. A usually 
reliable source has informed 
the Community Voice that the 
rumour was started by a group 
of employees having coffee 
together at Clark's. They de­
cided to start a rumour and 
see how long it took to get 
back to them.

A week ago the PBS 
program “Nature” dealt 
with coyotes. At the open­
ing of the program the 
coyote was referred to as 
“tricky”. “The coyote will 
always win the toss, because 
it’sboth sides of the coin”

Perhaps this explains 
the difference in percep­
tion of Rita V incent .whose 
family were menaced by a 
pack of coyotes in 
Powerview four weeks ago, 
and “Concerned Citizen”, 
who wrote to the Commu­
nity Voice, protesting our 
coverage of the event.

Certainly the Vincent 
family had reason to be 
worried. We heard the tape, 
as did CBC listeners across 
Canada. It was not the 
sound of the usually timid 
animals that take care to 
avoid man.

There seems to be a 
change taking place in the 
behaviour of this animal. 
The same PBS program

showed coyotes in subur­
ban Los Angeles, where 
they have adapted to the 
city environment, even to 
the extent of avoiding the 
rush hour. After about 
seven pm they emerge from 
the shadows, occasionally 
making a meal of a neigh­
bourhood pet. We know of 
no actual physical attack 
on anyone by coyotes, but 
it seems they are beginning 
to lose their fear of man.

And just as certainly 
“Concerned Citizen” had 
reason to be “ concerned ’ ’. 
No one wants to return to 
the days when there was a 
year round open season on 
coyotes. Our reader appeared 
to feel that fear of this animal 
might bring this about.

Coyotes could be at­
tracted into the urban envi­
ronment by food left out 
for pets. It might be advis­
able for pet owners to feed 
their pets indoors, espe­
cially at this time of year.

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The Poppy-Remembrance Campaign 
“Service is our way of Life"

November 11,1993 is 
the 75th Anniversary of the 
Signing ofthe ARMISTICE - 
November 11, 1918. Ending 
World War I.

Every year for about two 
weeks prior to Remembrance 
Day - November 11th, the 
Royal Canadian Legion con­
ducts the Poppy-Remem­
brance Campaign.

The Poppy has long since 
been associated with Remem­
brance of was dead. During 
the Napoleonic War a corre­
spondent wrote ofhow thickly 
the poppies grew in Flanders 
area over the graves of the 
dead; however, a Canadian 
medical officer was chiefly 
responsible for the poppy’s 
association with Remem­
brance.

In 1915 Lieutentant- 
Colonel John McCrae came

out of the line, following the 
Battle of Ypres, with 13 lines 
scrawled on a scrap of 
paper Those lines were the 
poem, “In Flanders Fields”. 
It was first published in 
PUNCH magazine in Decem­
ber of that year.

The poem inspired the 
United States Legion to adopt 
the poppy as a symbol of Re­
membrance in 1920. Although 
the poppy was first officially 
sponsored in Canada as a Re­
membrance symbol in 1921 
by Great War Veterans Asso­
ciation at the suggestion of a 
French woman, Madame 
Guerin, there is no doubt that 
McCrae deserves credit for its 
permanent association with 
Remembrance.

Poppy emblems were 
first made by Vetcraft Shops 
in 1992 under the sponsorship

ofthe Department of Soldiers 
Civil Re-establishment.

Poppy material is still 
made by d isabled veterans and 
their dependants at Vetcraft 
Factories in Montreal and 
Toronto operated by Veter­
ans AffairsCanada. The work 
provides a small source of in­
come and allows them to take 
an active part in maintaining 
the tradition ofRcmembrance.

The Poppy-Remem­
brance Campaign is intended 
to remind Canadians of the 
debt they owe to the 114,000 
men and women who died in 
the mil itary service of Canada 
during two World Wars and 
the Korean War. Donations 
received during the campaign 
are placed in trust accounts 
and used throughout the year 
to assist needy veterans, ex­
service members and their

families. Former members of 
the Common wealth and all ied 
military services may also be 
eligible to receive benefits 
from these funds.

For every donation re­
ceived, a symbol of remem­
brance is provided, either for 
personal or public display. 
These symbols include the la­
pel poppy, worn by individu­
als, and the wreaths laid at 
cenotaphs and memorials 
across the country. Donations 
are not mandatory and in some 
case, as for example with 
school children, poppies are 
distributed by Legion mem­
bers solely to perpetuate the 
tradition of Remembrance 
among Canadian young people.

During the 1990 cam­
paign over 15 million poppies 
were distributed across 
Canada.

Activities supported by 
donations to Poppy Trust 
Funds include:

• Assistance to needy 
veterans, ex-service members 
and their families',

* Purchase of medical 
appliances;

* Fundingofmedical re­
search and training;

• Provisions of bursaries 
childcm and grandci iildicnofivt- 
erans and ex-scrvice members;

* Funding accommoda­
tion and care facilities forvet- 
crans, seniors and disabled 
persons;

* Operation of the Royal 
Canadian Legion’s Service 
Bureau at Dominion Com­
mand in Ottawa. The Bureau 
acts on behalf of veterans, cx- 
scrvice members and their de­
pendants with pension sub­
missions and appeals.

GOLD!!

Last summer, on one of 
my annual pilgrimages to my 
home town of Bissett, I heard 
that Rea Gold Corporation, 
the current owners ofthe mine, 
were pulling up the hoist ca­
bles, letting the lower levelsof 
the mine flood, andputtingup 
mine equipment for sale. Only 
one employee, a watchman, 
was said to remain on the pay­
roll. It was a sad moment fir 
Bissett, the end of an era. 
Things were pretty will fin­
ished for San Antonio Gold 
Mines, or so it seemed.

Now, less than six 
months later, rumours about 
the re-opening ofthe mine are 
buzzing around the district 
faster and thicker even than 
last summer’s mosquitoes. 
According to local reports, 
Rea is going to do 1500 feet of 
diamond drilling under­
ground , and has already hired 
four men to work replacing 
galvanized iron on the head 
frame and repairing timber 
underground. More jobs and 
more money are supposed to 
be in the offering.

This last minute reprieve 
for San Antonio reminds me 
of an incident 1 heard of from 
Leif Mamen, and old Norwe­
gian miner who worked in 
Bissett more than 65 years ago.

It happened in the early 
spring of 1928. The famous 
consulting geologist John 
“Turn-Down” Reid (so- 
cal led because he never OK ’ d 
a claim unless he was con­
vinced of its worth) had just 
recommended hiring D. J. 
Kennedy as mine manager. 
Reid thought the geology of 
the San Antonio claim was 
right for a major gold discov­
ery. But times were tough for 
the struggling company, and 
only a handful of workers re­
mained at the mine. In Leif s 
own words:

“Well, they got to a 
stage, no money. No hope of 
getting money. We’d taken 
most of the pipes and tracks 
out of the mine, ready for 
winding down the property. 
Then we were called back, on 
contract we never got paid 
for. San Antonio was so des­
perate for money we had to 
take wages in mining stock, 
just a gamble on something

worthless you might say.
Reid had got it into his 

head that if they continued to 
drift from 708 crosscut, they 
had the potential of striking a 
producing vein. Wehad to use 
wheelbarrows, and re-lay 
some of the pipelines. Then 
we started to drill. Reid said: 
“About 40 feet, if it’s not in 
there, that’s the end of it.” 
Well, we drilled on the night 
shift, and I was hoisting.

At about 3:00 in the 
morning we were ready to 
blast. I noticed the back holes 
when I was down before, with 
lots of quartz in them. So when 
they blasted, I couldn’t get 
down fast enough. And there 
was a thin slab that come off 
the back. First thing you look 
at it, beautiful, beautiful gold. 
So we all went up on surface. 
I got instructions from 
Kennedy to come right over 
after the blast if we found 
anything, and that slab was 
loaded with gold. Solknocked 
on the door to wake them up 
Reid was sleeping with a 
nightie and little toque on his 
head. He put a parka on, over 
his nightie. I can’t remember 
what Kennedy had on, prob-

ably pyjamas. But that’s the 
way they come underground.

And so, bee mse of that 
last 40 feet of drilling, that 
desperate gamble, San 
Antonio Gold Mines was even­
tually able to come into pro­
duction. The vein that Reid 
predicted and Leif discovered 
early in the morning of April 
9,1928, was the 616 vein. It 
proved to be the first real 
money-maker for the mine.

Is history going to repeat 
itself?

Landsdown Mission

The first Christian mis­
sionary to visit the Mouth of 
the Winnipeg River was Fa­
ther C laude Cocquart who ac­
companied Captain Joseph de 
Noyelles to the North West in 
1743. No other clergyman 
would reach this point until 
July 12’th, 1818 marked the 
arrival here of Father Norbert 
Provencher. In 1822, Rever­
end John West of the Church 
of England performed a mar­
riage at Fort Alexander while 
his successors made the post a 
part of theiritinerary. But no 
serious attempt to establish 
permanent missions in this re­
gion would be made until 1840.

During the first fewyears 
of their presence in the North 
West, both the Roman Catho­
lic and Anglican churches con­
fined their efforts mainly to 
the Red River colony. But, 
once schools, both French and 
English were flourishing in the 
settlement, it was felt that it 
was now time for expansion 
into the wilderness.

Sir George Simpson, 
Governor of the Hudson’s Bay 
Company was opposed to 
such expansion by the 
churches but knew that he 
could not stop such an ad­
vance for long....that soon, 
with or without his approval, 
the missionaries would invade 
the wilderness. But when such 
happened, he did not want the 
teachers to be people who 
were ill-disposed to him and 
the company, which eliminated 
most ofthe clergymen already 
in the territory. Those who 
would build the schools and

churches must be men over 
whom he could hope to exer­
ci se some influence. He, there­
fore, sent for the Weslayans, 
offering them the Freedom of 
the Land. In 1840, a young 
Wcslayan clergyman named 
William Mason built a mission 
at Rainy Lake.

That Mason’s mission 
failed is no discredit to the 
man. Unlike the easy-going 
Cree among whom Mason’s 
associate, James Evans was 
making such inroads, that 
melange of Algonkian speak­
ing nations known as 
Saulteaux proved to be an 
unyieldingforce.

The fur trade brought 
many changes to the 
Algonkian nations. It had de­
stroyed their ancient way of 
life, their culture and religion, 
and their tribal laws. Liquor 
had harmed them terribly and 
disease was rampant among 
them. The Ottawa, Ojibway 
and Potowatomi had believed 
the whiteman’s promises and 
the whiteman had betrayed 
them then leaving the todie in 
misery. If the People at Red 
Ri ver and the Cree of the North 
wanted to accept the Euro­
pean medicine they could do 
so. But the Indian people of 
the Winnipeg River region 
wanted no further interference 
with their affairs.

By 1840, the war chiefs 
who had led the people from 
the east and south were dead 
and in their places were a host 
of medicine men or sorcerers 
who made an easy living on 
the homage paid to them: were 
afraid of anyone who threat­

ened their security. William 
Mason madefew converts and, 
after three years of trying, 
departed Rainy Lake, leaving 
his mission to Reverend Peter 
Jacobs. Although he was an 
Indian himself, Jacobs fared 
no better and, in 1858, the 
mission was abandoned.

In the meantime, the 
struggle between church and 
governor continued with the 
governor gradually losing 
ground. In 1849, the Anglican 
Bishopric ofRupertsland was 
founded with Bishop 
Anderson at its head. And the 
new bishop wasted little time 
in putting his plans for expan­
sion into action. In the spring of 
1851, Robert James established 
a mission at the confluence of 
theWinnipeg and English rivers 
which he named Islington. Four 
years later, the Church of Eng­
land began its work at the mouth 
ofthe Winnipeg.

Fort Alexander mission 
was opened by Henry George 
who taught in the region until 
1856. Whom his pupils were 
remains a mystery but they 
were probably the children of 
the resident factor and his 
clerk. George was succeeded 
by Henry Cochrane, a native 
Indian who, like others of his 
race had been educated to the 
clergy. A strong courageous 
man who spoke Algonkian, it 
was Cochrane’s task to bridge 
the way for the white mission­
aries who would follow. But, 
in his special task, Cochrane 
was not entirely successful. 
When the first white clergy­
man arrived here, his recep­
tion was far from friendly.

Of those early Church­
men who, during the early 
years, gave their lives to the

people at the mouth of the 
Winnipeg River, volumes 
could be written: Bishops 
Anderson and Machray, Arch­
deacon Cowley, Reverends 
Gardiner, Settee, Spence, 
Cook, Thomas and the great 
and unforgettable Charles 
Fryer. But no story so typifies 
their faith as does that of 
Robert Phair.

Phair, a young English­
man received his training at 
Islington, was ordained in the 
spring of1864 and soon there­
after was on his way to Fort

Company. Phair recognized 
this group as being Roman 
Catholic and so turned his at­
tention to the band of 
Algonkian-speaking people, 
Ojibway, Ottawa and 
Potowatomi, whose village 
stood to the east along a deep 
ravine near Otter Point Here 
he took up residence in an 
abandoned cabin on the river 
bank. Soon, his fust guests 
had arrived: a large party of 
warriors, their naked bodies 
smeared with grease and char­
coal, their faces painted with 
vermillion.

leading the reception 
part)’ was a sorcerer in war 
paint and feathers: ‘ ‘ What are 
you doing on our hunting

ground?” the leader asked.
It was Phair’s belief that 

among the Algonkian people 
there were many who were 
weary of there aimless exist­
ence; that behind their obdu­
rate attitude there was a long­
ing for some real sense of pur­
pose. He was convinced that 
if he could reach the people 
and talk to them, they would 
be quick to accept the changes 
he offered. But to reach them 
he would have to pass the 
sorcerers, discredit them, de­
stroy their influence. It was a 
dangerous undertaking but 
one for which he was willing 
to risk his life.

“I have come,” said 
Phair, “to offer you a better 
way of life. Many of your

brethren at Red River have 
accepted the change. All you 
have to do is to meet and talk 
with them to realize howmuch 
happier they are.”

The sorcerer responded 
angrily. “You are a liar like all 
Whitemen. Youhavecometo 
give us more disease and more 
misery. Go away or we will 
kill you.”

Phair stood his ground, 
“lam not afraid. MyGod will 
protect me.” That night the 
warriors surrounded his cabin, 
beating war drums and firing 
shots through his roof and 
windows. In the morning, they 
killed his dog, declaring that 
he would be the next to die. In 
his journal, Phair described 
his ordeal as ‘ ‘ Satan’s Seat. ’ ’

The siege lasted three 
weeks during which the mis­
sionary went about his chores 
as casually as possible, ignor­
ing his tormentors, praying 
when he felt afraid .Then, sud­
denly, one day, the drumming 
stopped and several warriors 
stood inPhair’sdoorway with 
their handsextended in friend­
ship. “We have come,” they 
said, “to find out what makes 
you so brave. Surely anyone 
who can endure such torment 
must have strong medicine. ’ ’

The missionary pointed 
to the sky. ‘ ‘ I have a powerful

spirit companion who is al­
ways with me.”

In 1985, Phair’s bride 
came out from England and 
they were married at Red River 
after which they worked to­
gether at Lansdowne mission 
until 1874 when they moved 
to Fort Francis.

In 1888, Robert Phair 
became the Archdeacon ofls- 
lington and, during his career 
saw most of the people at the 
mouth of the Winnipeg adopt 
the Christian faith; the sor­
cerer who tried to drive him

away helped to build the mis­
sion church.

The little church still 
stands, on the south shore of 
the Winnipeg three miles up 
from the river’s mouth. 
Though small by modern 
standards, its steeple almost 
hidden by a spruce, it com­
memorates a saga of achieve­
ment seldom equalled. It 
brought the first education, 
the first European medicine 
and, through its teaching 
helped to bring a better way of 
life into this region.
