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Looking Into The Future
HE preservation of Victoria Beach as it stands 

to-day, with its great area of magnificent trees, 
giving shade and freshness to the cottage­
owners, adding to their health and happiness In

visions of supreme beauty, should be the first responsi­
bility of every owner, tenant, and. In fact, every member 
of a family.

The first hazard la fire. Every movement which tends 
to avoid such a danger should be encouraged, and nothing 
should be countenanced which In any way might start a 
fire amongst the dry leaves, twigs and moss which are 
spread over the ground beneath the trees to the depth of 
several inches.

Careless throwing of matches or of lighted cigarettes 
or cigar stubs should be watched, and those with whom 
such action has become a habit, made to see the error of 
their ways.

Throwing out hot ashes or starting fires in camp style 
should be forbidden. Recently picnickers resting along 
Sunset Bouleavrd have started fires to heat water and 
then have gone away and left them to tender care of the 
Police Service.

There Is no beach |n Manitoba which has been blessed 
with such an abundance of foliage as has Victoria Beach, 
and this adds to the value of every Individual's holdings. 
If by any neglect of the warnings which are given through 
signs and other means, a fire should start on this beach, 
and should extend In Its area, the destruction wrought 
would be Irretrievable, and the beauty of Nature which 
calls forth the admiration of all visitors would be marred 
beyond repair.

The Municipality and the officers of the Beach Company

would do well to impress on the people who wander 
through the leafy lanes of this beach what not to do In 
order that this beach should be preserved for all times 
in Its glorious covering. The time is not far distant when 
the municipality'must take up seriously a better supply of 
water to every section of the beach which has cottager. 
Pumping engines or large reservoir tanks must some day 
be placed within easy reach of those who are prepared 
to fight the elements of danger. It may seem to many a 
rather large expenditure to secure this protection when 
the Beach is only Inhabited by cottage-owners for two, or 
at the most three months of the year, and when It is 
known that an extra 11,000 added to the expenditure of 
the Manitoba Council will also add several mills to the 
taxation. But the matter should be faced. Expert advice 
should be secured to arrive at the wisest plan, one that 
can commend Itself to all those who live at the Beach for 
a short or long period In the year. That should be the first 
step, to secure expert opinion and an outline of what Is 
best to be done.

Much credit should go to the Victoria Beach Company's 
staff and to the Municipal Council's officers for the 
freedom which has been enjoyed from any untoward 
outbreak of fire. From time to time small fires nave been 
discovered and prompt measures taken to quell any 
outbreak. But there should be at hand every modern 
facility to fight such an Intruder. Insurance companies 
are in receipt of a large revenue from premiums paid for 
the protection of cottages, and their advice should be 
considered when the subject Is taken up In a practical 
way.

:: Health Suggestions ::
SUNBURNS

Most frequent and annoying Incidents of the Beach life 
are sunburns. Though very seldom dangerous, they are 
usually quite painful and troublesome.. It would be 
superfluous to write about their causation and symptoms 
—they are too well known. The only thing which may be 
mentioned in this connection Is the fact they may be 
associated with muscular twitches and abdominal cramps, 
causing some anxiety to tho patient who Is Ignorant of 
such association. These are not to be treated lightly, as it 
is a matter of medical records that duodenal ulcers arc 
associated with severe burns.

The paramount sign of a sunburn Is redness of the skin 
of the burned part, which may even sometimes be aggra­
vated by vesicle formation, infection and all the serious 
consequences of same. Then, of course, comes the burning 
sensation In the part affected, which Is usually most pro­
nounced in about 6 to 12 hours after exposure. On tho 
following day a certain amount of shock results, general 
weakness and malaise.

Treatment of sunburns Is Internal and topical. Tho 
newest method Is that one of paraffine treatment. Paraffine 
Is melted, a proper proportion of oil of eucalyptus or 
•uthymol Is added to came, the mixture is cooled down to 
Just a little above the melting-point temperature, and 
applied with a flat, soft brush to the area burned. This 
gives Immediate relief.

Internal treatment consists of an intensive elimination. 
A lot of liquids should be Ingested—lemonade or orange­
ade; weak coffee or tea are very useful. Sweet drinks 
should be avoided. Mild laxatives are also recommended. 
Any constipating foods should be avoided for a day or two. 
or UH the symptoms subside, if there is peeling of the 
epidermis, olive oil should be used freely to help to main­
tain the elasticity* of the skin.

HUNNTROKE
Sunstroke occurs after a prolonged exposure to the 

protracted heat. Though such a case has never been 
noted at thin resort, It does not follow that It may not 
happen, in New York. Philadelphia, and even Montreal 
numerous cases occur dally during the hot summer spells. 
The symptoms begin with giddiness, nausea, and un­
certain, staggering gait. According to Osler, there Is 
pallor, the pulse Is small, the heart's action weak, and 
the patient may quickly become unconscious. Externally 
the body may be clammy with sweat, but as a rule the 
Internal temperature of the body may be lower than 
normal.

In treatment of this condition stimulants should be 
given freely, and If tho temperature Is subnormal, hot 
bath and Internal lavage should be given. Eliminator/ 
treatment should be Intense In these cases. Avoid ordin­
ary soporifics, such ns aspirin or phenacetIn, as they 
Increase the toxic state of tho patient.
