Agricultural Implements Industry
A recent statement published by our Ministry of Trade 

and Commerce show’s Hie in erage number of employers hi 
Agricultural Implement Industry in 1921 as 9.198. This 
number was reduced steadily during the liberal regime, 
so that In 1925 it amounts to only 6.954. a loss of 2.24 1 
employees. We can safely presume that a greater part of 
this number have gone io the United States, because then* 
was no employ men t for them here. They naturally took 
their fumilies with them. Allowing five persons to each 
family, this country probably has lead thus 1 1.220 people. 
Presuming further (rather sahly) that only half of these 
people were of mature age. able producers (I’nlted Slates 
will not admit any Invalids i what would be the loss to 
this country In dollars and cents on account of their 
emigration. Allowing five thousand dollars for each able- 
bodied man and woman (n rather low estimate), financial 
loss to this country would be estimated at over twenty 
eight million dollars. We an entirely disregarding the 
potential value of the other half, which could safely be 
estimated nt another paltry sum of fourteen million 
dollars, making a total bus of manhood of say forty two 
million dollars. Now.anybody who wishes to be admitted 
to the United Stales has to produce to the Immigration 
authorities of that country a certain sum of cold cash and 
also pay his railway fare which in a larger part goes to the 
I’nlted States railroads. Of course all this calculation is 
merely approximate, but It is ba rd on facts and rational 
reasoning. We may say that the bus to Canada on account 
of handicapping this Imlurtry runs Into several ten* of 
millions of dollars. What has Canada saved by creating 
conditions destroying tills industry? Figures published last 
May by the Minister ot Trade and Commerce sb »w. Hint 
we have imported $ i ^J’." » !;.’»•• on worth :l agricultural 
Implement- from tLe I’nlted States. During the same time 
United Stall's farmers sob! to Canadian cities and towns 
|7 3.000.000.00 worth of agricultural produce, or $31,000- 
000.00 more, than v.r lune sold to the United States. Now 
consider then-* figures and draw* conclusions for yourself 
If nn adequate protection was put on the Agricultural 
Implements, the Canadian farmer may have to pay two- 
and-n- half million dollars per annum more for his Imple­
ments, or say ten million dollars In four years. Canada 
would have saved during the same time about fifty million 
dollars In tile penpin who have h ft the country. Please 
do not be too partisan, however, and see for yourself, 
which party hn< a Iwdhr poLry? The one who destroys 
Canadian industries to cheapen the cost of living; or the 
other which wishes to protect the Industries, and keep 
the population of tills country on an Increase and save it 
a tremendous loss?

An Instructive Canoe Trip
Mr. Chas, and Fred O'Connell returned thia week 

from an extensive canoe trip of over five hundred miles 
through north-eastern Manitoba and Western Ontario s 
min.ml and timber regions. They claim that the potential 
wealth and natural beauty of our Northern Manitoba must 
be seen to be fully appreciated.

leaving Winnipeg on Juno 2.1. they travelled down tho 
lied to latke Winnipeg, up the East shore to the mouth of 
tho Manigotagan. where, on arriving at a very late hour of 
the night, they were treated to a midnight dinner o' 
prime young sturgeon at the home of Mr. and Mrs. 
Quesnel, whose reputation for hospitality to the "voya- 
geurs” during the past years is well known.

The trip up the Manigotagan River of about forty miles 
means a climb of Hire® hundred feet to overcome about 
thirty-five waterfalls and cascades. The portages, how­
ever. are all short, making this route a popular one for 
anyone travelling with a very light load. From Kcttlo 
Rapids their trip took them through Turtle and Cariboo 
Lakes. Manigotagan and Long Lake, They visited the 
Kitchener Mine at the latter lake, and were surprised nt 
the development taking place hero without railroad 
facilities. From here they visited Bull Dog Lake, where 
they heard the amount of work done nt the Cryderman is 
equally surprising.

Leaving Bill) Dog Lake, tho boys journeyed and pros­
pected eastward through beautiful clear-water Garner 
Lake, near the height of land, made the two-mile portage 
Into Island or Gem Lake, where they found Captain 
Atkinson, who lias located on one of those wonderful 
natural parks that one seldom finds, and which ap renrs to 
contain a rich mineral bolt. This section of Ontario is 
sinnar to north-eastern Manitoba, nnd as the canoeists 
returned west and passed from Bee to Rtckaboy an I 
Wlngisklls Lakes, through Snowshoe, nnd several other 
elenr-water lakes, they wondered how long it would be 
before this wonderful playground nnd hunter’s pnrndlso 
would he served by some sort of rail connection, enabling 
those so inclined to get away from the more restricted 
summer resorts and tnko advantage of these thousands of 
choice lake-shore nnd Island home sites, with fish and wild 
game of nil sorts in abundance.

Returning by way of Bird Lake and Bird River down to 
Lake du Bonnet, thence down the Winnipeg River to Lake 
Winnipeg, the situation is reversed, tho portages being all 
downhill, end although there nre three long portages 
between Garner Lake nnd Ln<- du Bonnot, with only a few 
short ones. Mr. O’Connell claims that they much preferred 
it to the Manigotagan route.

The canoe trip down the Winnipeg River from Lac du 
Bonnet to Fort Alexander to-day is extremely hazardous

for anyone but experienced canoeists, due to treacherous 
eddies and whirlpools caused by diversion of the main 
How to the north side of the dam at Great Falls, and 
several channels having been blasted out further down the 
river.

A notice should be posted at Silver Falls, especially 
warning anyone against portaging there on the north 
side of the river. In case they land on that aide, they 
should paddle back upstream at least three hundred yards 
and cross over to the south side, where it is claimed the 
portage is safe.

The O’Connell brothers were impressed with the 
tremendous water-power stored up at Great Falls , a 
portion of which is being used nt present to turn two 
tremendous turbines. The power-house Itself is well 
designed, nnd presents a nice appearance from several 
miles down the river.

They claim the work at Pine Falls Pulp Mill is progress­
ing rapidly, and were amazed at the development which 
has taken place there since their last visit.

The boys left their outfit nt Victoria Beach on reaching 
there, returning to Winnipeg Uy train on Tuesday night.
