“A million and a half orders have come to the 
United States and Canada since 1942,” Mr. Scott 
asserted.

POISON IVY
During the last few years large patches of Poison 

Ivy have been removed from streets and gardens. 
If you have any on or near your lot, please report 
same to the municipal engineer, Arthur and Fourth 
and it will be removed without charge.

Every one should learn to recognize and avoid 
the Poison Ivy plant (Rhus Toxicodendron). It 
reaches an average height of ten to fifteen inches. 
The leaves are arranged in groups of three and the 
top three are usually a very shiny green. The Poison 
Ivy plant is one of the first to receive an autumn 
tint, turning a distinctive red early in August, 
making it readily distinguishable from other low 
growth.

The oil of the leaves produces an intensely irri­
tating inflammation in the skin of susceptible 
persons, and the one attack renders the skin hyper­
sensitive to future contacts.

By all means avoid these plants. There are a 
number of so-called remedies, but the best thing to 
do is to consult a doctor if you feel any skin irrita­
tion that you think may be due to contact with 
Poison Ivy.

Any of the well-known brands of weed-killer will 
eradicate this plant.

IN the last issue of the Herald the chief article 
1 was on “The Benefits of Peace;” let us now 
take up some of the disadvantages of the end of 
the war. The most outstanding is re-employ­
ment. Everyone who is willing to work should 
be provided with an occupation. That’s common 
sense. The government of Canada is holding 
back on large expenditures of money waiting to 
see how the industrial plants can absorb the 
many thousands who have been transferred from 
Avar to peace. Most competent observers are of 
the opinion that the government should not wait 
very long but should start soon on great public 
works of various kinds.

Many who are now looking for work have 
enjoyed congenial tasks at high wages, and they 
must readjust themselves to lower pay and work 
on enterprises which at first may not seem suited 
to their pre-conceived idea of what is a “good 
job”; but they should accept what is offering 
in the meantime. Factory workers carried on 
splendidly during the Avar. They gave, in many 
instances, a noble service to the Great Cause of 
ridding the Avorld of barbarian notions. All of 
them had the knowledge they Avere helping the 
boys overseas. So did the women in the Avork- 
shops.

Our free money spending days are draAving 
to a close. While our soldiers Avere in the 
trenches and the fox-holes, and our sisters Avere 
in the hospitals, and others Avere doing the chores 
of the barracks, Ave back home have Avorked hard 
and did some sacrificing at times, but still the 
bombs Avere far away. We have yet to pay for 
this Avar, and Ave have to pay so the boys and 
girls can get back to work or to study. Many of 
them have lost five years and they must be 
alloAved to catch up. It may mean more sacri­
fices all around, for those who have been aAvay 
have been Avatching and wondering Avhat Ave Avill 
do Avhen they come back. No sacrifice is too 
great to make for them. They have endured and 
suffered and are truly Avorthy of the reAvard of 
valour

It’s an individual duty Avhich must grip the 
Avorld of free nations. There is much to do.

What a satisfaction it is to knoAv one has helped 
to obtain employment for one less fortunate. We 
must lend a helping hand in this great after-the- 
Avar situation that is facing so many Avho deserve 
a better deal. The government has promised 
substantial assistance in proposed social legisla­
tion but it is not charity the average man or 
woman Avants; but a chance to make good and 
to render service for service. So a helping hand 
Avill do good to the men and women Avho are less 
fortunate in this period of Avestern Canada’s 
history.

Water Tragedy Shocks the Beach
One of the tragedies of life, which from time to 

time afflict a summer season at a beach, struck 
Victoria Beach early this week and stunned the 
many residents when they heard of it. It will take 
several days before life here is again normal as the 
death list might have been four and it is nothing 
short of a miracle the loss of life was not greater.

Sally, 12-year-old daughter of Mr. and Mrs. C. J. 
Bodie, 898 McMillan Avenue, Winnipeg, was 
drowned at King Edward beach, Monday afternoon.

The fatality took place while Sally was playing 
in the water with three girl companions all of whom 
were under her age.

The lake was very rough, large waves coming 
into shore, and the little party was soon in diffi­
culties. However, they managed to struggle to safety 
but in their confusion they were surprised to find no 
trace of Sally, and could not imagine what happened 
to her. They all told a somewhat incoherent story, 
and little information could be gained from them.

Search for the body continued all afternoon, but 
it was not until eight o’clock in the evening that the 
body was found washed ashore quite a distance from 
where the children were playing.

A dozen girls formed a circle by joining hands 
and went into the water about 8 o’clock, feeling their 
way by their feet. While they were thus trying to 
locate the body, a red bathing cap was sighted 
moving to the shore; investigation showed it was 
the body they were searching for. Mrs. Gladys 
Donaldson went into the water and made her way 
to the stone where the body was resting and carried 
it to the sand, where it remained while resuscitating 
methods were used until the arrival of Dr. Camsell 
and the R.C.M.P. constable. It was then moved to 
the fire hall on First Avenue, where the coroner the 
next day took charge but after questioning those 
who were at the scene of the accident he decided an 
inquest was unnecessary. The undertaker then made 
the body ready for the sad journey to the city.

Sally was a student at St. Mary’s academy. The 
family are members of St. George’s church, 
Crescentwood, where Douglas, a son, is the present 
organist. A sister, Betty, 16, is on the staff of the 
Bank of Nova Scotia.

Rev. G. M. Burch, rector of St. Luke’s, a friend 
of the family, remained with them during the after­
noon. The family have been coming down to Victoria 
Beach for the past 20 years, and at present are 
living on Fourth Avenue, near King Edward Boule­
vard.

The body was taken to Winnipeg Tuesday even­
ing. Mounted Police Officer Cundal, Dr. George

Camsell and A. W. Muldrew, of Winnipeg, assisted 
in the search for the body. Mr. Muldrew’s little 
daughter, Lucille, was one of the girl’s rescued by 
an older companion.

The girls were carried out by the strong under­
tow. No other bathers were in the water at the time. 
Both girls were known to be able to “swim a little.”

Mr. and Mrs. Bodie and Douglas wish to thank 
every one who helped them in their sad loss this 
week, including R.C.M.P. Constable Cundal, Dr. 
Camsell, those who searched so long and those who 
worked so long on Monday night after the body was 
found.

Although the pier has been a hazard to visitors 
owing to the number of holes through the planking 
many swimmers have been using it this summer for 
diving and swimming. Fishermen have also used it 
as a base for their pastime; no one could chase them 
away from indulging in the sport.

The annual meeting of the Victoria Beach Com­
munity church will be held at the close of next Sun­
day’s morning service, when officers will be elected 
and the treasurer’s report read. Other business of 
importance will be transacted and a large attendance 
of all interested is requested.

Mr. Osborne Scott has sold his cottage on First 
Avenue to Mr. Bolton, whose family have been 
occupying it this month. Mr. and Mrs. Scott erected 
the cottage almost 20 years ago and have been resi­
dents there each summer since.
