
CARS IN THE BEACH AREA
With the greatly curtailed train service after 

Labor Day week-end and work on the Albert- 
Victoria section of the motor road showing signs of 
early completion, it is expected that many beach 
people will be bringing their cars into the beach 
area. This privilege is given in By-law 222, par. 3— 
No Motor vehicle shall be operated on any street, 
Boulevard, Road or highway within the limits of 
the Rural Municipality of Victoria Beach, from the 
first day of June to Labor Day, both days inclusive.

There is no need to dwell on the necessity of this 
by-law, but we do suggest that all motorists strictly 
adhere to its terms. Although strict penalties are 
provided for infractions of the traffic laws, there 
is an obligation on the part of every motorist to be 
grateful for the special consideration given him at 
this season and not abuse it with unnecessary driv­
ing in the beach area. The council requests that 
motorists drive their cars direct to their summer 
houses and leave them there until their return to 
the city.

with the evergreens, they help to tie together and 
balance the whole landscape. Poplars are quite nu­
merous all through the woods, and serve as a filler 
-in to the other varieties. Oaks can be seen here 
and there, but the sandy soil is not fully suitable 
for the growth of the “kings of the forest” as they 
are sometimes called. Ash trees were quite plentiful 
in the early days of the settlement, but they were 
found to be so useful for fencing etc. that not many 
are now left to grace the area. We are here re­
minded of an old English rhyme as follows;—

"If the oak before the ash,
Then Vwill only be a splash;

If the ash before the oak,
Then you may expect a soak.”

We were interested last spring to note that the 
ash trees came into bud before the oaks, and sure 
enough, we have been getting the "soak” which the 
old wiseacres had prophesied would come.

Much more could be written about trees, their 
wonderful appearance and uses to mankind, but we 
will now close with a quotation from a little poem 
entitled “Trees" by Joyce Kilmer.

"I think that I shall never see
A poem lovely as a tree.

NEWS FROM HOLLAND
From Amsterdam, in the Country of the Wind­

mills, Dr. Neirmeier writes of a stroke of luck in 
seeing a colorful procession on horseback escorting 
Queen Juliana in a carriage with President Coty of 
France, and in another carriage Prince Bernhardt 
and Mme Coty. The Royal family does not reside in 
Amsterdam, and the palace there is insignificant 
compared with the magnificence of Windsor Castle.

A boat ride through the 60 miles of canals with 
•103 bridges takes one past the patrician homes of 
the wealthy merchants of 200 years. It is quite an 
experience to drive along the dike and look out over 
fields and villages where formerly lay the salt water 
of the Zuiderzee. The Germans did all they could to 
wreck the reclamation of the land, but the Dutch­
men are terrific workers, and recovery is rapid.

Yet Holland is no paradise; money is hard to 
earn and has little value. There is no future for the 
people and they are emigrating by thousands, many 
to Canada. It is nice to live in a picturesque country 
but one cannot live on scenery alone. Nearly every­
one speaks English, and a pedestrian is lost among 
the thousands of bicycles. Not a bad country after 
all.

“Known unto God’’ marks the graves of a great 
many men who fell in the battle of Arnheim, and 
are buried in the “Airborne Cemetery” in Orsten- 
beck. It is one of the best kept cemeteries in Holland 
and expresses the gratitude of the Dutch people for 
those who gave their lives to liberate their country 
from the Germans.

Arnheim was one of the most beautiful cities in 
Europe. The devastation was terrific, as when the 
Germans realized the game was up they plundered 
and ransacked every house, killing many civilians. 
Now when nine years later they return as tourists 
they don’t understand why they are not particularly 
welcome I

The beautiful cathedral is being rebuilt. Dr. 
Nierrneier writes of an organ recital in Amsterdam 
advertised as all Bach programme, yet people stood 
in line to pay their admission.

A church service, well attended in spite of most 
uncomfortable narrow straight backed pews which 
made sleep impossible, perhaps indicates that the 
people of Holland truly appreciate the freedom of 
worship of which they were for a time deprived. Dr.

Nierrneier received double benefit from the sermon 
as, it being in Dutch, he had to interpret it to his 
family.

A tea' party predicament was once met in a 
novel fashion by the locomotive department of 
England’s Great Western Railway. During the year 
of Queen Victoria’s Golden Jubilee, 1887, the city 
of Swindon decided to stage a mammoth fete and 
tea in New Swindon Park as its part of the empire 
wide celebration. A problem promptly arose. How 
could tea be made for the 15,000 people expected to 
attend?

The Great Western came to the rescue. Four old 
locomotive tenders were shunted onto a siding near 
the park, fitted with taps, thoroughly scoured out 
and filled with cold water. Cases of tea were dumped 
into the tanks and the water brought to a boil by 
live steam pumped in by a nearby locomotive, so that 
hot tea was served as fast as Her Majesty’s loyal 
subjects could swallow it.

The scene was the office of an insurance agent. The 
applicant for a policy had handed in his completed form 
and the agent looked it over.
